Take It To the Street -- Hard Core Recruiting Strategies
Take your chapter's recruiting efforts to the next level


Preparation
· Select a convenient Sunday afternoon, ideally targeting late afternoon to early evening.
· Target residential areas where the greatest potential lies for new members.
· Pick 2-3 up tunes that the chorus does well. Encourage quartets to pick their better up tunes.
· Gather the chorus and as many quartets as possible.
· Have recruiting materials (chapter hand outs, membership handouts, perhaps a special sticker - The ____ Chapter Sang Especially for Us, etc.) in hand.
· Inform the media as to precise streets and approximate times.
Take to the Streets
Chorus and/or Quartets
· If possible break into multiple singing units.
· Each unit is to knock/ring a door bell and with the first response, the chorus immediately breaks into song - no intro, no fan fare, no talking
· Following the song, a spokesperson (with the skill of the fast talker from the Fed-Ex Commercials) steps forward and says ...
We are the Singing _____ of the _____ chapter right here in _____ City. We are performing a Marathon of Song and appreciate your taking the time to listen. We hope to see you at our next performance - either next door or at our next show. Have a great day!
Hand them the information you've assembled (especially the membership information) and leave.
No more Songs.
No more talk.
GONE!
Great Exposure!
With a bit of effort, in 2 minutes you've exposed a new person to our hobby, given them a close up of it's people, the musical style, the fun that apparently can be had, and left them with information that may be used or passed on. 

In 3 hours that's 90 families per singing unit. Yes, that's a bit much, but how about 20 or 25 families per singing unit?

Be creative ... a quartet could possibly do this on a street corner and sing to everyone who comes by, handing them membership information.
