We recommend that delegates read this report prior to attending the meeting and obtain any chapter input on issues
provided. Upon arrival at the HOD meeting, proceed to the table reserved for your division and present your
credentials card to your District Vice President seated there. Delegates may not vote without presenting valid
credential cards.

After the meeting, we recommend that delegates file reports with their chapter secretaries as part of a permanent
record of the House of Delegate Proceedings.

District Board Members and Past District Presidents:

No Credential Card is required for your participation in the HOD. Please be seated at your respective locations as
follows:

e District Vice Presidents: with your respective divisions

e Past FWD Presidents: with your chapters or wherever convenient.

e A quorum will be determined from the credential cards presented to the district secretary by the respective
District Vice Presidents.

These procedures for seating delegates and establishing the quorum at the spring and fall meetings were approved
previously by the FWD Board of Directors and incorporated into the FWD Statement of Policy and the FWD
Convention Regulations. Your observance of these procedures will facilitate the conduct and enhance the integrity
of the meeting

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Currently, we allow approximately the 28 best Society choruses from each fall district contest (district champs and
wild-cards), in addition to a few international affiliates, to compete at the next international contest, which takes
place 8-9 months later. We want to gauge reaction to the idea of a system in which the 56 (approximately) best
Society choruses would compete on alternating years (an equal top-down mix of still roughly 28 per year). They
would qualify in the fall for the July competition, as they do now, but once they compete at the International level,
they could not qualify for the next I nternational.

Update to Record

When Joe Barbershopper has an update to his personal record, he can go onto eBiz himself and update it, or his
chapter secretary or other chapter officers can edit Joe's record for him with the updated info. In that way, the
Harmonizer, District Bulletins or just other singers will be able to find Joe and he won't fade away.

Dues Renewals via eBiz

On-line renewal with a current (working) credit card is the quick-n-easy way to get the renewal accomplished. It
speeds the clearance of the payment and the card renewal processing. | f you 6r e ontest thdfastest about
way to renew is on-line. Repeat after me: The fastest way to renew is ONLINE.

Chapter Secretary Dues Payments

Chapter Secretaries have the authority to look at all overdue chapter members and pay their dues with a credit card
via eBiz. For those members who procrastinate or "never remember"” what their renewal dues are the secretary has a
quick way to view, select and pay for any member in this category.

Chapter Dues Changes

When your chapter board votes to change your chapter dues, the local chapter secretary can go onto the chapter eBiz
page and input the new dues records at least 60 days in advancef their effective date. It is quicker than calling or
sending an email to HQ.

Chapter Officer Reporting for 2011

eBiz is the easy-to-use repository for creating a Chapter Role record for all chapter elected and appointed positions.
HQ, your district and other Society members use these records to contact the various positions within your chapters
to share information or seek chapter solutions to common circumstances. Following your elections this fall, please
take the time to report your 2011 Chapter Officers.

Find Member Proximity Search

Want to find BHS members who might have moved to your area but have yet to visit? Do a search from Find
Members > Proximity Search (fill in zip code and miles radius). Invite them to a meeting or a show! Want to try
and find some of the chapter former members that you are lost? Do a search from Find Members > Proximity
Search and UNCHECK the "current members" button. This list will contain both deceased and former members at
their last known addresses. Mail a card to the former members and invite them back for an alumni night at your
chapter.
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Chapter Achievement Program

The beta test of the Chapter Achievement Program is over. This program encourages chapters to report their most
significant information to Headquarters and then achieve competitive points in various categories. This allows for

some friendly compet it neoessarilg coropetegnusicdilyy whilesgathsringinfohmationd o n 6 t
at the same time. Thank you for your inputs. We are now integrating your inputs into an on line survey where it

will be quick and easy for chapter officers to enter data each quarter through eBiz. Chapter leaders will be notified

by email when the program is ready to begin. We are hopeful that CAP will be ready by this October.

Youth in Harmony

So far in 2010, 17 Youth Harmony Workshops have been reported where over 2246 students across the United
States and Canada have had the opportunity to experience barbershop harmony i most for the first time in their

T

lives. 115 music educators were present at these same events. Addition al wor kshops have occur

awaiting paperwork from these event coordinators to report numbers.

Also, for 2010, 4 Harmony Explosion Camps have been reported, where just fewer than 350 students have
experienced barbershop in a multi-day camp setting working with some of the best clinicians and teaching quartets
the Society has to offer.

Compliance with the Societyds new fASexual MOMobtlet at i
reported camps and workshops have administered the training to all of their volunteers. No issues have been

reported, and none of our members working with youth have shown up on any background check. Headquarters

staff has approval from our Insurance provider to post all training materials online, which will make the completion

of this training much easier.

For the College Contest in Philly, 64 quartets competed in the collegiate quartet contest preliminary rounds, with 29
of those qualifying for the International Contest. The International Collegiate Barbershop Quartet Contest was
moved to Tuesday, and an overwhelming majority of the competitorsapproved of the change. The audience was
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larger, and the competitors found it easier to compete in the evening (vs. 8:00am on a Saturday morning, as was the
case in Anaheim).

Registration for the 4" annual International Youth Barbershop Chorus Festival will be open on September 15 for the
event taking place on January 29, 2011. 16 different groups have contacted Headquarters expressing interest in the
event so far, and more than half of those groups are first-timers. In 2010, 11 choruses participated with 325 young
men singing in those groups. In 2009, we had 9 choruses with 267 singers. In 2008, we had 6 choruses with 187
singers.

Financial
Taxes

As many of you know, all US chapters, districts and subsidiaries must report to the IRS by May 15" each year by
filing either a Form 990-N e-postcard, a Form 990-EZ or a full Form 990. Most chapters who are required to file the
longer Forms 990-EZ or 990 have handled this requirement. Unfortunately though, some confusion still exists
amongst some of our smaller chapters and subsidiaries regarding these requirements.

Prior to 2007, non-profits with annual revenues below $25,000 (small non-profits) did not have to file anything.
However, for 2007 and later years, the IRS requires those small non-profits to file the Form 990-N e-postcard.
Despite the publicity given to the this change, some of the smaller chapters and subsidiaries have never done one
and still dondt think anything is required because ng

While there is no financial penalty for failing to file the Form 990-N, if a small non-profit fails to file for three
consecutive years, their tax-exempt status is automatically revoked, meaning taxes are due on chapter receipts.
Because the requirement began with the 2007 tax year, the 2009 filing is the third consecutive one that many small
non-profits have missed. This has been such a widespread problem that the IRS is giving this issue further publicity
and allowing a one-time relief measure to those entities if they will file their Form 990-N by October 15, 2010. Full
instructions on how to file this form (which can only be done online) are posted on our website.

More than ever, it is imperative that all chapters, districts and subsidiaries ensure that these filings have been done.
Failure to do so could create a real financial hardship going forward.

ASCAP and SOCAN

A United Stateshapter that performs in any show which is not exempt under U.S. Copyright law (see section 7.1 of
2010 Chapter Secretary Manual) must pay at least the minimum fee of $219 for the year.

A blanket agreement between ASCAP and the Society is in force. All US Society chapters are covered by this
agreement.

1) If at the end of a calendar year a chapter has gross show revenue for the year of less than $48,667, they
will pay the annual minimum ASCAP fee ($219).

3) US Chapters that do NOT perform in ANY show during a given year should notify BHS that they are not
paying any ASCAP fees for the year by email to library@barbershop.org.

4) US Chapters paying ASCAP fees should send a check to the BHS along with the ASCAP Reporting Form.
BHS will collect all fees and make all payments to ASCAP. Chapters should NOT send any payments to

ASCAP directly.

A Canadian chapter falls under SOCAN, and the rules are as follows:
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Canadian chapters will no longer send any of their performance clearance/SOCAN Licensing Application and fees
to the Society headquarters and should deal directly with SOCAN. The address of SOCAN may be found on the
SOCAN Licensing Application in the 2010 Chapter Secretary EXHIBITS Manual

The chapter secretary completes the Application for SOCAN License form (Stock no. 3018) [See Chapter Secretary
EXHIBITS 7.3.1 ab.] and forwards it to the district secretary. FOURpogs of the form must be sent, but the
chapter secretary should make and keep a photocopy for the chapter's records.

The date will be verified to avoid potential conflicts. If acceptable, the form will be dated and signed by the district
secretary and returned to the chapter secretary. The chapter's show date is now confirmed and it may proceed with
preparations. Within 60 days of completion of the event, the chapter secretary must complete and submit the
SOCAN License formto the SOCAN office, with copy to the Society office. Along with the license form, the
chapter secretary must send a check (payable to SOCAN, Inc.) for the applicable fee (in Canadian dollars) and a
completed "Programme of Musical Works Performed" report [See Chapter Secretary EXHIBITS.3.1 a:b.]. He
does not send the fee to the district treasurer (See form for fee calculation). The chapter secretary should request
song information from outside performers well in advance, to ensure obtaining accurate information on a timely
basis for this report. Obtaining this information after the fact can be difficult.

In some cases the SOCAN fee may be paid by the facility in which the performance is conducted, and then charged
back to the chapter as a renter of the facility. Please be aware that as a non-profit organization, the chapter is eligible
for a rebate of the Goods and Services

Tax (GST) charged; currently 5%. The definition of a performance is identified in Tariff Number 4 published in the
Canada Gazette.

This Tariff is updated annually. o
Insurance Certificates

Please note that our general liability insurance certificate as well as the request form to get a third party listed as an
additional insured are available on the Societyds we
Insurance Documents: Chapter Business Documents: Certificate of Liability Insurance and Certificate of Liability

Insurance Request Form. The completed request form can be faxed to the insurance agency or the requested

information can simply be e-mailed to them. The contact details are on the form. They will provide you the

certificate you need.

Division Convention

Participation in the 2010 division contests, held in
Fresno as measured by the number of competing groups. We had 9 division quartets plus one from the Northeast

division compared to 7 quartets last year.

Convention attendance, however, was well below budgeted expectations: 315 actual versus 412 budget. There were

174 men on stage for the chorus contest.

The reduced attendance combined with a double

judging panel caused the convention to come in significantly under budget revenue; however, we did not lose money

and both the host chapter and district received some profit.

The level of performances was up this year across the board. Among the choruses, ALL SIX qualified for the fall

district contest. All three choruses that competed in both 2009 and 2010 showed improvement in their scores. On the

quartet side, three qualified for district, and all but one quartet scored over 60 points.

The Palo Alto-Mountain View Chapter donated all the profits from their spring show to the Mountain View High
Madrigals Relief Fund. The choir incurred an unexpected $50,000 in expenses due to a week-long extension to their
European tour (courtesy of the Icelandic volcano). The Madrigals performed on the show and the PAMYV chapter
later presented the choir a check for $5,350.

Half of the eight quartets attending Harmony College West were from the Northwest Division (three from one
chapter!). The number of Northern California attendees in Redlands this year bodes well for a successful return to
Cal State East Bay (Hayward) in 2011.

At the Reno convention in March, awards were presented for the outstanding performance that a number of our
chapters achieved in supporting the Harmony Foundation for the calendar year, 2009. Twenty six of our 82 chapters
were honored for their support of Harmony Foundation at the convention. A Bronze Award was presented to six
chapters (Greater Phoenix, Carson City, Monterey, Orange (quartet), Fresno and Las Vegas). In order to receive this
award, combined chapter and member gifts had to average at least $15.00 per member. Ten additional chapters
earned the Silver Award which required an average gift of at least $30.00 per member (Tucson, Walnut Creek, Santa
Rosa, South Bay, San Diego, Nevada Placer, Palomar Pacific, Westminster, Napa Valley and Las Vegas Metro).
Finally, we had ten chapters (Sacramento, Bay Area, Visalia, Santa Fe Springs, Reno, Santa Barbara, Santa Monica,
San Fernando, Mesa and La Jolla) that qualified for the Gold Award, which required an average gift of at least
$80.00 per member. Those ten chapters contributed over $94,000, which represented an average gift of more that
$150.00 per member. What an outstanding achievement! Two chapters deserve special mention. Santa Fe Springs
had the highest per man contribution with $246.55. La Jolla was second with $162.76 per man. These 26 chapters
range in size from 23 members to 211 members (seven
chapters that have responded with this level of support.

Further analysis of our Districtdés contributions for
the chapters themselves, made some level of contribution to Harmony Foundation. However, only five

contributions came from the chapters themselves. The vast
comes from our individual me mber s. Now, thereds cer
more potential sources of support: the 27 chapters that did not make any contribution in 2009, and the 50 chapters

who did not contribute but whose members did contribute.

During a recent business meeting at my own Sedona, AZ chapter, two topics came up that blended together in a
surprising and unusual way. One of our long time members was severely ill, and we made arrangements to take the
chorus to his home where he was under hospice care for our following rehearsal. | also discussed the commitment
that our Board had made regarding a chapter gift to Harmony Foundation during calendar year 2010. The following
week, we did sing at the home of our dear member, and four days later, we learned of his death. At our next
rehearsal, one of our members suggested that we combine our chapter commitment to Harmony Foundation with
individual gifts and present the total in memory of our recently lost member. The vote was unanimously in favor of
this recommendation. As of this writing, we are about one week away from knowing what that total will be, but I
guarantee Sedona will be at least a Silver Award winner for 2010.

Three Leadership Academies are scheduled for the FWD as follows:

There have been some substantial changes made in the Leadership Academy format for this year with regard to both
the amount of time allocated for certain classes as well as the class offerings themselves. The traditional classes for
elected officers will continue to be offered, but some will no longer last the entire day. The traditional six hour
classes will continue for the offices of President, Secretary, Treasurer, VP Music and Performance and VP
Marketing and Public Relations. Two other VP classes will be offered in a three hour format, VP Membership and
VP Program.

The rationale for this change is based on feedback from students in the areas of Membership and Program that in the
past their classes sometimes tended to present a cornucopia of ideas, many of them exciting and appealing, but with
insufficient opportunity to actually discuss and develop a written plan for implementing them when they return to
their chapter. Thus this year these classes will be more of a practicum so that upon completion of the course each
student will return to his chapter fully prepared to set in place activities that can be used to their maximum
effectiveness.

Anot her major change for this yearsd program is t
Quartet Brigade. A number of Districts have Quartet Brigades that exist for the purpose of encouraging the
development of new quartets as well as providing an opportunity for men interested in quarteting to gather and sing.

It is hoped that many members will attend the Leadership Academies this year to begin a movement that will

enhance quartet singing in the Far Western District.

Finally there are a number of three hour classes that will be offered that are designed to educate our members, to

identify future leaders of our chapters as well as those who may go on to lead the District and the Society, to
understand the role of the Harmony Foundation and
various activities, a class that will focus on specific activities that are geared to the youth movement and ways in

which our chapters can work together to help the Society grow younger, a class where anyone who has ever wanted

to learn some of the basics of chorus directing will be provided with that opportunity, and a class where men can
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come and simply sing tags and learn how Woodshedding is different than simply gang singing a song without regard
to how it sounds.
