In last monthôs ñVoiceò I 

pointed out 3 important administrative issues 

for TBX and the Chapter.

I have asked the Board to prepare some alter-

native solutions to the situation to be pre-

sented to the Chapter membership for review 

and comment.  We are gathering facts on the 

3 basic possibilities:  Raise money, cut ex-

penses, or some combination.  Any and all 

suggestions are welcome.  People are looking 

at performances or events that may produce 

revenue such as ice cream socials and fall per-

formances in Sierra Vista and perhaps Casa 

Grande.  Please let me know if you have any 

ideas for paid performances, or any fund -

raising ideas, through the summer & fall.  

 

Number 2 was to complete our long - range 

plan, which involves determining what kind of 

Chapter and chorus we are and want to be.  I 

have appointed David Updegraff to chair the 

process.  Our Director, Jeff Dolan, met with the 

Board at a special meeting Wednesday, March 

23 to request and to present his thoughts on a 

general meeting.  Subject to Board approval, 

there will be a General Chapter/Chorus meeting 

on Wednesday, May 12, the second Wed. after 

Division Contest.  In the meantime, Davidôs 

ñPlan the Planningò Committee of David, Jim 

Porter, Bob Topp and me are preparing a com-

prehensive survey of all present and past Chap-

ter members to be used as a basis for the gen-

eral meeting on May 12.  Again, any questions 

you think should be asked in the survey will be 

considered by the committee.  

 

Number 3 was to nominate and elect a slate of 

officers and board members to provide leader-

ship for the ô10-ô11 year.  The nominating com-

mittee of Lucas Snyder, Ron Hayes and Ivan 

Jensen are hard at work.  When they contact 

you, please thoughtfully consider what part you 

can play as a responsible leader of this Chapter.
